6. External Contexts and Developments Affecting the Revision of General Education
Courses
6.1 External Contexts or Economic, Social and Cultural Development
Based on the information of the higher education plan to produce and develop the country's
workforce from 2021-2027, it was found that Thailand’s population and social structure had changed.

This has a significant impact on higher education due to the continuously declining birth rate of the Thai



population and the country’s ranking conducted by WEF’s Human Capital Index 2016 which ranked
Thailand 48 among 130 countries. This indicates that the quality of Thai population is in the middle level
which requires further improvement. In addition, Thailand is rapidly losing its labor force which makes it
impossible to create added value to the country. Such a situation has affected the educational
management model which is necessary to be adapted appropriately based on the situation; therefore,
the higher education curriculum must focus on producing higher caliber new-gen graduates to respond
to the needs of the industrial and services sector as well as the wider society. This is to effectively
substitute for the shortage in the labor work force.

Although Thailand has continuously developed to become a relatively high middle-income
country in 2015, it still has chronic problems, such as the concentration of resources in the urban areas,
most of the population lacking access to resources which leads to a movement of people into urban
society, an acceleration of the development in the urban areas, and the country facing social and
economic inequality. Consequently, it needs to be developed to overcome the middle-income trap and
raises the level of competition to be higher. In particular, the changes of technology entering the 4.0 era
when the country needs competent personnel which requires the development of human resources to
have higher potential, become internationalized and acceptable when compared to competencies of
other countries in the world. The country should also be able to use mechanisms to create and develop
technology, inventions, and innovations. The role of higher education, therefore, has become a necessary
mechanism in driving the production of human resources and the source of knowledge, research,
technology, and innovation.

The entry of globalization is another factor contributing to the transformation of the
management model of higher education. From the analysis of the movement of goods, services, people,
citizens, technology, and information to all comers of the world or "a world without borders" and from
the globalization of various countries in 2017, the KOF Swiss Economic Institute ranked Thailand at 44
from 207 based on social, economic, and political aspects, the three dimensions of globalization. This
reflects that Thailand has the capacity to support human mobility, resources, investment, technological

advancement, and participation on the world stage. Such matters create pressure on educational



management to become intemnationalized and receive higher recognition. In addition, the trend of 21
Century Skills and the influence of digitization, Individualization, and commonization create requirements
for higher education to adapt to a higher quality and standards to be accepted internationally, produce
human resources that are truly competitive in the world market, and promote the movement of college
graduates in sharing experiences, knowledge, and technology as well as special expertise which can be

used to develop the country.
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7. The Impact of Item 5 on the Development of General Education Courses and Relations

to UTCC Mission

7.1 The Development of General Education Courses

From the impact of Item 5 and the announcement from the Ministry of Education on Higher
Education Standards B.E. 2561 (2018) it consisted of five important domains and one of them is leamer

outcomes which set the qualifications of graduates in three aspects as follows:
(1.1) The individual is capable, well-rounded, and able to work and creates stability and

quality of life for themselves, family, community, and society. The individual possesses



life-long leamning skills, good ethics, perseverance, and determination as well as adhere
to professional ethics.

(1.2) The individual is innovative, possessing 21 Century Skills and the ability to integrate
learned knowledge to improve or fix societal issues and create opportunities that benefit
themselves as well as their community, society, and country.

(1.3) The individual is a citizen with strong ethics and adherence to the right, knows the value
of and preserves Thainess. The person works together to develop and improve

sustainable peace and happiness within the family, community, society, and world.
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These impacts and changes in various areas led to the revision of undergraduate general
education courses 2021 which surveyed the opinions of the stakeholders and used it to revise the
teaching and learning process of general education courses. The revised courses will be used in all
undergraduate programs at UTCC with the realization of the importance of developing learmning skills in
the 21 century which is essential and important for students of this age. These skills consist of
educating about world knowledge, for future existence and leaming and innovation skills Information,

media and technology skills, and life and career skills.
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7.2 Relations to UTCC Mission

The University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce has a mission to produce distinguished
graduates in entrepreneurship who can perform the job and possess qualities in line with the
needs of the business sector, society and the global community. They are able to develop
research related to business economy and important services that drive the country’s economy.
In addition, they can provide academic services related to business, economy, and industrial
services along with other up-to-date knowledge both domestically and internationally. Though
internationalized, they will preserve Thai culture and arts. They will also manage and develop a
new source of income to sustain organizations and the country, and support the development
of curricular and learning and teaching activities that respond to the needs of industries and
future skills. Consequently, the development of the general courses has been supported

according to UTCC’s mission.
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8. Philosophy, Importance, and Purpose of the General Education Courses
8.1 Philosophy and Importance of the General Education Courses

The Philosophy of the General Education Courses of the University of the Thai Chamber
of Commerce follows the General Education framework in accordance with the Higher Education
Standard 2009 (TQF:HEd). The courses are subjects that aim to develop the humanities,
encouraging a widespread and well-rounded understanding as well as seeing the value of
oneself, others, society, and culture, and art. They also instill the value of helping others and
civic duties both towards Thailand and the wider global community.

In addition, the General Education courses of the University of the Thai Chamber of
Commerce place an importance on supporting students to have knowledge and skills in more
than one language, business, and entrepreneurship and to develop their competency in using
knowledge, skills, attitudes, and attributes in work or solving problems as well as desirable
characteristics in the 21°' century which is necessary and important for students in this era.

This will be achieved by providing teaching that aims to develop the capability of students,
giving them knowledge about the world for the future and equipping them with learning and
innovation, information, media, technological skills, and life and career skills including living a
balanced life and possessing broad knowledge, understanding and appreciating oneself, others,
society, art and culture, and nature.

Visiting Student Exchange Program Agreement

PREAMBLE:

University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce (UTCC), located at 126/1 Vibhavadi
Rangsit Rd, Din Daeng, Bangkok 10400, Thailand

And

Incheon National University (INU), located at 119 Academy-ro, Yeonsu-gu, Incheon, 22012,
Korea

Agree to engage in a visiting student exchange program as follows:
1. Purpose

UTCC and INU will implement concerted actions which are defined in this Agreement,
through the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). This document sets the general terms
for establishing a visiting student exchange program.

2. Programs

2-1. This Agreement permits participation of UTCC students enrolled at INU as a
visiting exchange student

2-2. In this Agreement, the institution that send the students participating in the visiting
student exchange program shall be referred to as the “home institution”, and the
institution receiving the students participating in the visiting student exchange
program shall be referred to as the “host institution™.
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3-1. UTCC students must be nominated by November 15" and must apply to INU to
participate in the program by November 30" for entry in Spring semester.



3-2. UTCC students must be nominated by May 15" and must apply to INU to

participate in the program by May 30" for entry in Fall semester.

3-3. INU will have the final authority to determine which individuals will be accepted

into the student exchange program, provided that INU shall not discriminate qualified

applicants on the basis of any non-educational criteria, including but not limited to

race, creed, color, age, ancestry, nationality, gender, gender identity or expression,

affectional or sexual orientation, national origin, marital, religion, and/or disability.

3-4. Visiting exchange students enrolling at INU must comply with the following:

Be nominated by a designated UTCC official.

Be enrolled as non-degree-seeking students at INU.

Be enrolled in one or two semester, but no longer than two semesters.

Complete at least one year of study at UTCC before applying for visiting

exchange student program.

e TOPIK score of at least level 2, or if below, approval may be granted by
Department of Korean language and literature of INU upon assessment.

4. Academic Support Obligations

Host institution will:

e Inaccordance with the program of study, permit the visiting exchange students
from the home institution to enroll at the host institution in courses for which
they are qualified, as long as places are available.

e Provide advice and information to students on the courses relevant to each
student’s program of studies.

e Ensure that students will receive the same instruction, be subjected to the same
course requirements and be assessed in the same manner as the students from
the host institution. Students studying under this program will be accorded the
same rights, privileges, and access to facilities as other international students
at the host institution.

e On completion of a student’s course of study, the host institution shall forward
an official transcript to the home university.

5. Student Support, Obligations, and Tuition

5-1. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that:
e All students must abide by the laws of the host country and the regulations,
rules and policies of the host institution; and
e All students must comply with the requirements of their student visa, including
student status, attendance and participation in all learning activities and all
other applicable rules and regulations.
5-2. Students who fail to abide by the requirements of clause 5-1 may be subject to
disciplinary action and may be required to leave the host institution. If any student is
subject to disciplinary action or required to leave the host institution, the host
institution will advise the home institution and provide relevant details as soon as
possible.
5-3. Visiting exchange students shall pay tuition and fees for courses in which they are
enrolled at the host institution. For visiting students who pay tuition fees each semester



are eligible for a 50% reduction from on-campus dormitory fee in the host institution
(2 person per double room).

5-4. Tuition waiver for visiting exchange student from the host university is dependent
on the number of visiting exchange students enrolled at the host institution. The
number of eligible tuition waiver for visiting exchange students can be defined as
follows:

5-5. Visiting exchange students who are eligible for tuition waiver, recommended by
UTCC shall notify the host institution prior to registration.

6. Student Visa and Health Insurance Requirements

6-1. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that each student will be responsible for
obtaining a visa and other related documents required for study at the host institution.
The host institution gives no warranty that any student will be entitled to an
appropriate visa, but the host institution will provide incoming students with such
valid certification as may be required to obtain a student visa for the full period of the
program.

6-2. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that each student will be required to
carry an adequate policy for travel and health insurance that is satisfactory to the host
institution for the full period of the program.

7. General Provisions

7-1. Effective date: This Agreement comes into effect when signed by both institutions
(or the date of second signature in case of delayed signatures).

7-2. Term: This Agreement will continue for a period of five (5) years, and may be
extended for successive periods of five (5) years by written agreements by both
institutions.

7-3. Termination: Either party may at any time decide to terminate the Agreement by
giving written notice to the other party no later than six (6) months prior to the
proposed termination dated. Provided, however, that in the case of termination and as
permitted by applicable laws, students who have already been notified of acceptance
by either institution shall be allowed to undertake and complete the program in
7-4. Amendment: The provisions of this Agreement may be amended only upon
mutual written agreement of the parties. Any amendments to this Agreement shall be
signed by the institution’s designees.



7-5. Budgetary Considerations: Neither Party is obliged to expend any resources in

connection with this Agreement.
7-6. Goodwill Visits: UTCC and INU administrators and faculty will make every effort
to make goodwill visits to each other’s institutions.

Visiting Student Exchange Program Agreement

PREAMBLE:

University of the Thai Chamber of Commerce (UTCC), located at 126/1 Vibhavadi
Rangsit Rd, Din Daeng, Bangkok 10400, Thailand

And

SecKyeong University (SKU), located at 124 SeoKyeong-ro, Seongbuk-gu, Seoul,
136-704, Korea

Agree to engage In a visiting student exchange program as follows:
1. Purpose

UTCC and SKU will implement concerted actions which are defined in this Agreement,
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through the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU). This document sets the general terms

for establishing a visiting student exchange program.

2. Programs

2-1. This Agreement permits participation of UTCC students enrolled at SKU as a
visiting exchange student

2-2.In this Agreement, the institution that send the students participating in the visiting
student exchange program shall be referred to as the “home institution”, and the
nstitution receiving the students participating in the visiting student exchange
program shall be referred to as the “host institution”.

3. Nomination, Application, and Selection of Students

3-1. UTCC students must be nominated by November 15% and must apply to SKU to
participate in the program by November 30% for entry in Spring semester.

3-2. UTCC students must be nominated by May 15% and must apply to SKU to
participate in the program by May 30" for entry in Fall semester.

3.3. SKU will have the final authority to determine which individuals will be
accepted into the student exchange program, provided that SKU shall not

discriminate qualified applicants on the basis of any non-educational criteria,
including but not limited to race, creed, color, age, ancestry, naticnality, gender,



gender 1dentity or expression, affectional or sexual orientation, national origin, marital,
religion, and/or disability.
3-4. Visiting exchange students enrolling at SKU must comply with the following:
Be nominated by a designated UTCC official.
Be enrolled as non-degree-seeking students at SKU.
Be enrolled in one or two semester, but no longer than two semesters.
e Complete at least one year of study at UTCC before applying for visiting
exchange student program.
e TOPIK score of at least level 2, or if below, approval may be granted by
Global Education Center of SKU upon assessment.

4. Academic Support Obligations

Host institution will: _

e Inaccordance with the program of study, permit the visiting exchange students
from the home institution to enroll at the host institution in courses for which
they are qualified, as long as places are available.

e Provide advice and information to students on the courses relevant to each
student’s program of studies.

o Ensure that students will receive the same instruction, be subjected to the same
course requirements and be assessed in the same manner as the students from
the host mstitution. Students studying under this program will be accorded the
same rights, privileges, and access to facilities as other international students
at the host institution.

¢ On completion of a student’s course of study, the host institution shall forward
an official transcript to the horme university.

5. Student Support, Obligations, and Tuition

5-1. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that:
e All students must abide by the laws of the host country and the regulations,
rules and policies of the host institution; and
» Allstudents must comply with the requirements of their student visa, including
student status, attendance and participation in all learning activities and all
other applicable rules and regulations.
5-2. Students who fail to abide by the requirements of clause 5-1 may be subject to
disciplinary action and may be required to leave the host institution. If any student is
subject to disciplinary action or required to leave the host institution, the host
institution will advise the home institution and provide relevant details as soon as
possible. :
5-3. Visiting exchange students shall pay tuition and fees for courses in which they
are enrolled at the host institution. '
5-4. Visiting exchange students must resister at least 9 credits per each semester



6. Student Visa and Health Insurance Requirements

6-1. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that each student will be responsible for
obtaining a visa and other related documents required for study at the host institution.
The host institution gives no warranty that any student will be entitled to an appropriate
visa, but the host institution will provide incoming students with such valid
certification as may be required to obtain a student visa for the full period of the
program.

6-2. Both institutions acknowledge and agree that each student will be required to
carry an adequate policy for travel and health insurance that is satisfactory to the host
institution for the full period of the program.

7. General Provisions

7.1, Effective date: This Agreement comes into effect when signed by both institutions
(or the date of second signature in case of delayed signatures).

7.2. Term: This Agreement will continue for a period of five (5) years, and may be
extended for successive periods of five (5) years by written agreements by both
institutions.

7.3. Termination: Either party may at any time decide to terminate the Agreement by
giving written notice to the other party no later than six (6) months prior to the
proposed termination dated. Provided, however, that in the case of termination and as
permitted by applicable laws, students who have already been notified of acceptance
by either institution shall be allowed to undertake and complete the program in
accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

7.4. Amendment: The provisions of this Agreement may be amended only upon
mutual written agreement of the parties. Any amendments to this Agreement shall be
signed by the institution’s designees.

7-5. Budgetary Considerations: Neither Party is obliged to expend any resources in
connection with this Agreement.

7-6. Goodwill Visits: UTCC and SKU administrators and faculty will make every
